Student transport routes are now being planned for the 2023 

school year. If you know that your family will be moving or your 

child does not currently catch a bus to and from school in 2022 

but would like them to do so in 2023 then please make contact 

with Alesha ASAP and no later than  Friday 2 nd  December to 

see whether a place is available.  

Please be aware that some buses have limited seats or are already full for 

2023.  In accordance with the Students with Disabilities Transport Program 

guidelines students who attend our school for 3 days or more are able to 

request student transport to and from school however a place on a bus is not a 

guarantee.  

Also in line with these guidelines students who reside 4.8 km or more from the 

school will continue to be prioritised. Access to a bus service may also be 

provided to students residing less than 4.8km from WDSS if seating is available 

on the bus service, please note that this is after all students with a higher priority 

of access have been accommodated for.
